of the

17th International Festival of Old Culture

"Common Cultural Heritage"

Malbork, 7-9 June 2019
On 7-9 June 2019, Malbork will become a town of history and tradition, showing the culture of various nations and states. That idea, in the current reality of the united Europe, is the priority of our actions in the sphere of culture and integration of young people from different parts of the continent. Trying to be active participants of this process, we want 
to consolidate the sense of identity at the same time cultural and regional.

Apart from its artistic value, the festival is to create the opportunity to enrich knowledge about the culture of the Middle Ages thanks to the workshops organized during it and presentations.

The aim of the festival is a broad presentation of the achievements and skills of Polish and foreign amateur groups, presenting various forms of early culture - music, literature, handicrafts, trade, clothing, and martial arts in a unique architectural sourroundings 
of the complex of the castle and relics of the Old Town of Malbork.

In particular, this applies to:

• popularizing secular and sacred art of the Middle Ages and the Renaissance;

• presentation of achievements and exchange of experiences of amateur groups reconstructing various forms of ancient culture;

• improvement of the executive level of amateur historical groups;

• promotion of cultural achievements of old eras;

• inspiring the Malbork community to recreate old traditions

through contact with living history.
The strategic goal of the entire undertaking is the integration of the entire community, because "to discover your identity you have to refer to the past and look for your roots - 
a common heritage of regional culture, national and European. "

The event’s program includes educational, cultural and promotional elements, such as:

• concerts as part of competition auditions;

• open and closed music workshops;

• concerts of invited music bands;

• Gala Concert at the Malbork Castle 
Recruitment methods, participation conditions:

Amateur, children and youth groups can take part in the event with a 20-minuts long artistic program,including medieval, renaissance or baroque works in the area of:

1. vocal presentations - 3 to 9 people;

2. instrumental presentation - 3 to 9 people;

3. vocal-instrumental presentations of 3 - 18 people;

4. other presentation in connection with music 3 - 18 people.
• Festival presentations should include musical material showing

multilateral group opportunities.

• An obligatory polyphonic song.

• Performance time from 10 to 20 minutes.

• Categories: 1. Children and youth up to 21 years 2.Category for adults over 22 years.

• Contractors are required to wear a costume

• The Artistic Council appointed by the organizer decides about qualifying the band for participation in the festival

• The Artistic Council allows the participation of maximum 12 groups 

The group can only take part in one category of presentations.

The Council of the festival provides for the awarding of prizes to particularly distinguishing groups in terms of:

• faithful reproduction of historical realities;

• creative historical stylization;

• attractive presentation.

The Jury of the XVII International Festival of Old Culture will award financial prizes and gifts.

The organizers and the jury reserve the right to distribute the prizes differently. All teams participating in the competition will receive certificates of participation and gifts connected with the festival.

Each participant covers the accreditation fee in the amount of PLN 40 per person (including instructors and guardians)

Accommodation and meals on group’s own (the organizers declare help).

Artistic Council of the festival will qualify groups until May 24, 2019 based on:
sent audio materials (CD), as well as photos of the band and the application questionnaire (available at www.kultura.malbork.pl) together with musical material. Deadline for sending materials - May 20, 2019 (postmark date).
